We read ‘Don’t Hog the Hedge’ and were excited to learn 
about the animals that hibernate at this time of year, which 
inspired us to help them by creating our very own 
“Hibernation Station.” We planned what a cosy winter 
home would need and then built a welcoming hideaway 
for hedgehogs and other woodland animals. After that, we 
wrote letters to Hattie the Hedgehog and her friends, 
telling them all about our special winter hotel and inviting 
them to stay during the colder months. We’ll be placing our 
Hibernation Station in the outdoor learning area and 
checking regularly to see if any visitors decide to move in!

This week the safeguarding team have been updating our Prevent Risk 
Assessment. This document helps up to look at the contextual issues for our school 

in terms of Prevent and looks at the training needs for the staff and the pupils 
across the year to ensure that we are confident in this area. As part of this we have

If you would like any more information about Prevent, there is a page on our 
website with an overview of the work being completed and some links to 

government websites.  Here is a brief overview of this 

Prevent is the UK government's strategy to stop people, including their children, 
from being drawn into terrorism or supporting extremist causes, working through 

schools, police, and communities to provide early support, education, and 
safeguarding against radicalisation, focusing on all forms of extremism. It helps you 
understand radicalisation risks, offers ways to talk to kids about extreme views, and 
provides support if a child seems vulnerable, using trusted adults like teachers and 

social workers 

What Prevent means for parents 

Safeguarding: Like protecting children from drugs or gangs, schools and other 
organisations have a legal duty (the Prevent Duty) to protect children from 

extremist views 

Education: Schools teach about tolerance, critical thinking, and different viewpoints 
(including on the internet) to build resilience against extremist ideas 

Open Conversations: It encourages parents to have regular, honest talks with 
children about the online world and different beliefs, creating a safe space to 

discuss sensitive topics 

Community Involvement: Participating in local activities helps children meet 
diverse people and feel part of the wider community, reducing isolation that can 

lead to radicalisation 

Support, Not Spying: Prevent isn't about surveillance; it's about early intervention. 
If a child is vulnerable, the Channel programme offers mentoring, counselling, and 

other help, requiring parental consent 

What to do if you're concerned 

Talk to your child: Ask about what they see online and their friends 

Report concerns: If you're worried someone is being radicalised, contact the 
National Anti Terrorist Hotline (0800 789 321) or your local police 
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Collaborate with schools: Schools are trained to identify and help vulnerable 
individuals
